Topics in Neonatal-Perinatal Medicine
will include management of infants with respiratory distress, current ventilator
strategies, neonatal hyperbilirubinemia, recent advances in the diagnosis and
prevention of neonatal sepsis, fluid and electrolyte controversies, feeding the
low birth weight infant, strategies for the prevention of hospital-acquired
infections, necrotizing enterocolitis, strategies for the prevention of BPD, new
concepts in neonatal resuscitation, ethical decisions/limits of viability, neonatal
meningitis, apnea of prematurity, updates on surfactant and strategies for
prevention and treatment of hypoxic-ischemic brain injury. Faculty will consist of
leading experts in Neonatology and Maternal Fetal Medicine from Europe and
the United States.
