Salzburg Medical Seminar 
“Pathology”, 14-20 June, 2009

We invite you to apply for a week-long fellowship on anatomical pathology 
through the Open Medical Institute/American Austrian Foundation, which takes 
place in Salzburg, Austria. This week will be an intensive and highly interactive 
experience, where you will learn about the histopathology and ancillary work-up 
of tumors and non-neoplastic pathological conditions. The course will be 
presented by sub-specialized expert pathologists from the Cleveland Clinic, in 
the United States and the Medical University of Vienna, Austria. Each year, 
there will be a focus on 4 different organ systems, which will rotate annually. 
The faculty will present didactic lectures and teaching cases, presented both 
through PowerPoint slides and using a multi-headed or projection microscope. 
There will also be time for the Fellows to present prepared pathology cases, as 
well as the opportunity for fellows to show glass slides to the faculty for expert 
consultation. Fellows will be best prepared for the course if they have completed 
or are in the process of completing a residency or training program in diagnostic 
anatomical pathology (tissue based diagnostics). This course is designed for the 
practicing anatomical pathologist, who participates in diagnosis at the 
microscope.
